within the GPS Constellation, the WAAS geostationary satellite - WAAS 138
ANIK F1R (PRN 138) - will be decommissioned and replaced with a new
correction satellite - WAAS 135 Galaxy XV (PRN 135). This transition is
expected to occur in May 2022.

Trimble-configured GNSS Solutions in North America that are set to use WAAS /
SBAS / SBAS+ correction services must update the targeted correction satellite
selection, or their correction services will stop at some point in or after May
2022.

PRN 135 Entering Service 26 April 2022
PRN 138 Ceasing Transmissions 17 May 2022

Problem Resolution

Any Trimble receiver using WAAS / SBAS / SBAS+ correction services should follow
the instructions below for their specific purchased in-field receiver before 17 May
2022 to ensure continuation of correction services. At this time, the satellite PRN
change must be done manually to ensure continued service. The primary
correction satellite to be used with Trimble systems is recommended to be WAAS
135 Galaxy XV or PRN 135.
